Liquid Crystal Displays are highly
sophisticated pieces of equipment. Avoid
touching the screen surface with any sort of
hard object, as this may result in scratches,
which will reduce the effectiveness of the
display and are not covered by your warranty.

Always handle your monitor with care when
moving. If you move the screens around on a
frequent basis, it is also good idea to
periodically check to ensure that all fittings
and screws are tight.

PRECAUTIONS

Avoid touching or applying pressure to the
screen with your fingers as damage to the
liquid crystal layer may occur. Wipe marks
from the screen with absorbent cotton or a
soft cloth. Do not use chemical cleaners.
